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SEX & GENDER-BASED
MISCONDUCT RESPONSE
& PREVENTION: AMNESTY
FOR COMPLAINANTS AND
WITNESSES

Chamberlain will investigate allegations of sex and gender-based
misconduct, including when drugs or alcohol may have been involved.
Chamberlain encourages the reporting of sex and gender-based
misconduct by complainants and witnesses who are sometimes
hesitant to report to Chamberlain officials or participate in the resolution
processes because of concern that they may be accused of policy
violations, such as underage drinking or drug use at the time of the
incident. It is in the best interest of the community that complaints and
witnesses come forward to share what they know regarding violations
of this Policy. To encourage reporting, Chamberlain grants complainants
and witnesses amnesty, when appropriate, for potential Chamberlain
policy violations and provides all parties and witnesses other interim
measures as appropriate or needed.

Similarly, encourages direct assistance to those in need as a result
of sex or gender-based misconduct. In instances where minor policy
violations are revealed as a result of a person providing assistance to
a complainant, policy violations should not be overlooked; however,
Chamberlain may provide educational options, rather than punitive
sanctions, to those who offer their assistance.
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
